❖ Complete SW 2313 Introduction to Social Work (including 30 hours of service-learning experience)  

             with a minimum grade of B. 

❖ Complete an Application for Admission to the Social Work Program. 

❖ Submit three reference letters on provided forms. 

❖ Complete a fingerprint criminal history, child abuse/neglect registry check, and a sex offender registry check. 

❖ Participate in a personal interview with Social Work Program Admission Committee.
